Proposed Federation of Kilgarth School and Gilbrook School Consultation Paper



Brief Summary of the Consultation Paper

This section provides a brief overview of the
Formal Consultation Document regarding the
proposal being considered by Governors, for
Kilgarth and Gilbrook Schools to share a
Principal and Governing Board from September
2017.

What is Federation?

Federation is the formal term used in certain
situations where two or more schools work more
closely together to achieve the best for their

pupils.

So what would be different if Kilgarth and
Gilbrook schools federated?

In essence the main difference would be that
both schools would have one shared Principal,
who would be Steven Baker. The two existing
Boards of Governors would be merged to
provide one Governing Body containing
representatives from both schools.

Each school would retain its own identity.
Each school would have its own budget and
would be inspected separately by OFSTED.
Admission arrangements would remain the
same and children would be taught in their own
school with the opportunity for some joint
activities that would benefit all children.

Is it possible to undo a Federation?

It would be intended that a Federation between
Kilgarth and Gilbrook would be permanent, thus
bringing certainty and commitment to both
schools.

It contains the main points of the proposal, but
you are encouraged to read the full
Consultation Document which explains in detail
what is being proposed.

What would be the benefits of Federation?
It would enable both schools to share their
resources, e.g. teaching expertise and
facilities, which will help improve the
performance of both schools. It would enable
more joint activities between pupils and more
cost effective joint training for staff.

It also provides more professional development
opportunities for staff. Equally important, it
would offer both schools a stronger foundation
to embrace the challenges that lie ahead as
national policy for education continues to
change.

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Introduction

One of the three key roles for all school
Governing Bodies is to set the strategic
direction for the schools they have
responsibility for.

The current national drive to create a self-
improving school system is based on the
premise that clusters of schools will work
with, learn from and support one another to
develop localised solutions to the challenges
they might face. This document outlines the
proposal for Kilgarth School and Gilbrook
School to join together under a Federation.

Current Educational Climate

A period of consultation has been agreed for
stakeholders to comment on this proposal.

The current educational climate is best characterised as experiencing:

an enforced scaling back of the
traditional middle tier of our education
system — the local authority — which
means schools are seeking local
leadership solutions and focusing
more on self-improvement.

increased accountability leading to
pressure on Governing boards to
provide effective support and
challenge, in order to maintain and
improve education standards while
ensuring support for senior leaders in
dealing with finance, business and
estate issues.

increasing numbers of school groups
as the academy programme
continues to expand.

schools reflecting on how to deal with
real cuts in funding and rising costs
while delivering improving outcomes
for children and young people.

a growing national problem of

recruitment of quality leaders and
staff to small schools.
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What is Federation?

Under the Education Act of 2002, schools
and local authorities can propose that
between two and five schools join together to
create a Federation. A Federation is a group
of two or more schools with a single
Governing Body. Itis a way of bringing
schools closer together. The schools then
combine their Governing Bodies into just one
Governing Body for the Federation. This
allows the federating schools to pool
resources.

‘The creation and membership of a
Federation is not just about structural
change. lItis also about a different mindset
where the Governors and school leaders

share a commitment to improving the
outcomes and life chances for all children
across the Federation, as opposed to just a
single school, through a school-led system of
raising standards and driving improvement’
(NCTL. The Governance of Federations,
2014)

Nationally a common reason for federation
has been the need for a school to work with
a good/outstanding school in order to raise
standards. This is not the case with this
proposed federation of two OFSTED rated
outstanding schools.

What will change?

e Each school will keep its own identity
and name. It is not a merger of
schools.

e Children will continue to be taught in
their own school.

e Each school will continue to receive
its own budget. The new Governing
Body will determine how this can be
most effectively used within each
school.

e Each school will be inspected
separately by OFSTED.

e Admission arrangements will not
change.

e Existing members of staff will remain
employed by their current schools

Is the decision to Federate irreversible?

e The Federation will need to have a
name as it is a separate legally
constituted corporate body.

e The two separate Governing Bodies
will be dissolved and replaced by a
single, newly appointed Governing
Body with responsibility for both
schools. Further details of the
composition of the Governing Body
are set out later in this document.

e There will be a single Principal. Itis
proposed that Steven Baker is
appointed.

It is possible for schools to withdraw from a Federation and Governing Bodies must follow a
prescribed process, set out in The School Governance (Federations) (England) Regulations

2012.
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Why are the Governing Bodies considering Federation?

Both schools have a shared vision to achieve
educational excellence through working
more closely together. Each Governing Body
is committed to improving opportunities and
services for every child through the provision
of best value. They share an ambition to
drive up standards and be a sustainable,
high performing local presence. They also
hold a shared belief in the importance of
continually developing and retaining high
guality staff.

Through collaboration, both schools have
experienced some of the benefits that joint
working can bring for the pupils. National
Studies by the NCTL (National College for
Teaching and Leadership), the NGA
(National Governors

Some of the Benefits of Federation

Association), and OFSTED Inspections
conducted over the last 5 years show these
benefits can be extended and improved by
federating.

Federation brings a better opportunity to
secure strong, strategic leadership. Bringing
both schools under one leadership team
would ensure that the best practice from
each school can be applied to both.

There is now a growing body of evidence
nationally that Federations are successful
and have led to improved outcomes for
children and better professional opportunities
for staff.

For Pupils:

*» They will benefit from a greater variety of
teaching expertise, resources, facilities and
additional specialist provision which will be
shared across both schools.

* Their own school will continue, but with
access to a larger range of opportunities.

* They will have increased opportunities to
work with pupils from other schools.

* Confidence that strong and proven
successful leadership of the schools is being
utilised and strengthened for the benefit of
both schools and their communities.

* In times of curriculum/school change, a
strong Federation will be much better placed
to manage those changes thus enabling
pupils to receive maximum benefit.

+ Advantages of pupils benefitting from
enhanced primary/secondary transition.

For Staff:

* Increased opportunities to share best
practice.

* Develop mutual support across schools.
* An enhanced Continued Professional
Development (CPD) programme.

» Wider career opportunities.

* Access to a greater range of resources.

Federation Wide:

* A sustainable model with schools
remaining at the heart of their community.

* Improved opportunities for the recruitment
and retention of outstanding staff;
maintaining and developing high quality
teaching and learning.

* The development of a collaborative culture
supported by Federation leadership to
manage and sustain future change.
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Admissions

Admissions to each school will continue to be under the current arrangements. Each school

will continue to manage in-year admissions.

Governance

After federating there will be a single
Governing Body and a single set of
committees covering both schools.
Governing Bodies are expected to focus on
providing strategic leadership, holding the
Principal to account, overseeing the financial
performance of the school and making sure
the school’s money is well spent.

This is a demanding task for which all
Governors need to have, or develop,
relevant and appropriate skills.

All potential Governors of the new single
body will complete a skills audit. Governors
will be appointed on the basis they have the
skills to contribute to effective governance
and the success of the schools.

It is proposed that the new Governing Body
is constituted with 15 Governors. This should
allow us to ensure a balance of
representation from both communities.

We propose to appoint Steven Baker the current Executive Headteacher at both schools as
Principal of the Federation. Staff will remain working within the school to which they are
appointed, though it may be possible for staff to work across either school if this is deemed
beneficial to them and the pupils. Newly appointed staff (including those promoted to jobs
from within) will be offered contracts to the Federation, rather than to one school, so that
they can be deployed in both or either school. Staff teams at both schools have been made
aware of these proposals and no compulsory redundancies are required. It is our intention
that there will continue to be a Head of School (Mr Simpson at Kilgarth and Mrs Brown at
Gilbrook) at each school site.

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A selection of Frequently Asked Questions (FAQS)

Will the name of the schools change?
No. Each school will keep its own name but
there will be a separate overarching name
for the Federation and a single Governing
Body.

Will school uniforms and logos change?
No. Each school will keep its current dress
code, logo and unique identity.

Who will be the Principal of the
Federation? Our proposal is for the
Federation to appoint Steven Baker currently
Executive Headteacher at both schools, as
Principal to oversee both schools.

Will there be any change to admission
arrangements?

No. The current Wirral Council’s admissions’
policy will continue to apply for each school.

Will school start and finish times change?
No.

Will pupils be registered to the Federation
or a single school?
Pupils will be on roll at their individual school
within the Federation.

Will the schools share a single budget?
No. Each school will continue to receive its
own funding, manage separate budgets and
keep separate records of its accounts.
However, there may be occasions when the
two schools share costs or combine
purchasing if this means that they will be
able to get better value for their money to
continue to ensure good opportunities for
children.

Will the Federation be inspected by
OFSTED?

No. Each school will have separate OFSTED
inspections and be graded separately, as
they are now.

Will there be any changes in the
conditions of service for staff?

No. There will be no changes and staff will
continue to be employed on the same
conditions of service as defined by Wirral
Council contracts. This means that, for
example, all employment rights and pension
arrangements will stay as they are now.

Will staff work across both schools in the
Federation?

Existing members of staff will continue to
work in the school as they presently do.
However, there may be opportunities for staff
to work across schools. We hope that staff
will be able to take these opportunities as
Continuing Professional Development (CPD)
and sharing of good practice to improve the
pupil outcomes.

Will the schools have the same
Inset/Training Days?

Yes, wherever possible. Each school will be
able to choose when to hold these days, as
they do now, and it is likely that they would
take the opportunity to have the same
Inset/Training Days.

Do schools in a Federation share a
Governing Body?

Yes. The previous Governing Bodies of each
of the schools will be dissolved and a new
single Governing Body will be set up.

Will one school take the lead over the
other?

No. The schools in the Federation will
collaborate and work together as equal
partners. As far as possible we will try to
ensure that the single Governing Body will
have equal representation from each of the
two schools.
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A selection of Frequently Asked Questions (FAQS)

Is there any research on the impact of
Federations?

OFSTED has reported that, where schools
work together and share leadership,
standards have been raised and there have
been improvements in children’s
achievement and behaviour. (Leadership of
More than One School; OFSTED,
September 2011). There is a growing body
of other evidence.

If Federation of the schools goes ahead,
when would this happen?

If a decision is made to federate, the
proposal is this would take effect from 1st
September 2017.

What success criteria will be used for the
Federation?

The success will be determined around
stability and the continued improvement of
both schools

Will there be a reduction in costs for both
schools?

Neither the Local Authority, nor the
governors of either school, are looking for a
reduction in costs. This process is designed
to benefit pupils and staff, ensuring the
continued success and stability of both
schools.

If the Federation goes ahead what work
will be done between January and
September 2017?

The two terms lead-in will provide a really
good opportunity to carefully plan as many
matters as possible in advance.This should
ensure that your children will not have any
change to their daily experiences. It will also
give those people expected to be members
of the new Governing Body an opportunity to
work closely with existing Governors to
achieve as much continuity as possible.

Can a Federation be dissolved?

Yes. The Governing Body can choose to end
a Federation if it is believed that it is no
longer in the best interests of the pupils and
stakeholders. This is not an action that would
be taken lightly or without due diligence and
consultation.

What are the long term plans for the
schools after Federation?

The current policy of the Department for
Education and the Regional Schools
Commissioner is to support academisation
on a multi-school basis. Whilst we are
focusing on developing a hard federation,
future national policy may dictate a variation
in the federation to a Multi-Academy Trust
and ultimately an expansion of the schools.
